School Rules

To the parents of children attending

St. Augustine’s National School

Murrisk.

The Board of Management of St. Augustine’s Primary School agreed that the following guidelines be issues to parents of children attending the school.

1 St. Augustine’s National School opening hours are between 8.50 am and 2.30 pm.

2 The Board of Management is only responsible for children within these hours.

3 There is a short break at 11.00 am and lunch is from 12.30 to 1 pm.

4 Junior and Senior Infants finish school at 1.30 pm.  In the interest of safety, parents/guardians are requested to collect children at the school door.  If the child is being collected by anyone other than parents, the classroom  teacher should be informed.

5 Children are not allowed to leave the school grounds without permission.

6 Children are at all times requested and expected to show courtesy and respect to teachers, fellow pupils and all who have occasion to visit the school.

7 School uniform colours are maroon sweatshirt with crest, white polo shirt & navy tracksuit bottoms/navy pinafores.
8 We promote a healthy eating policy- crisps and chewing gum are not permitted in the school.  One small treat is permitted on Fridays only.  Please see our healthy lunches policy on line.
9 The use of mobile phones in the school is forbidden.  The school phone may be used where necessary.  Make-up, excessive jewellery and high- heeled shoes are not permitted.  Flat shoes eg. runners must be worn at all times.

10 The use of tipex or any other dangerous substance is forbidden.  Aerosol deodorants/antiperspirants are forbidden in school or when attending sports events or swimming.

11 A note is required if a child is absent from school.  This follows requirements placed on schools in “Children First” Policy Guidelines issued to schools.  The absent note can be written in the Homework Diary under parent/teacher notes.  Any child who is absent for a total of 20 days or more during a school year must be reported to the National Educational Welfare Board.  It is important therefore, that if your child is not in school that a note explaining the absence is written in the diary.

12 Homework diary can also be used as a means of communication between teacher & parent and to arrange meetings if necessary.

13 If your child has any medical problem or is on medication, please inform his/her class teacher.  Administration of medicine in school must be by parent or guardian.  This information will be treated in strictest confidence but is very important in the case of accident/illness at school.  A contact phone number should always be left with a teacher if you are away for the day, in case of illness or accidents.  In the event of an emergency where it is deemed necessary to acquire medical attention/intervention, the nearest doctor or ambulance will be called.  The nominated doctor for the school is Horgan’s Surgery in Westport.  
14 The Board of Management does not accept responsibility for any person entering school property outside of school hours, except those on official business.
